Halifax to host Ford World Menõs Curling Championship 2015 

We were pleased to announce that Halifax, Nova Scotia in Canada will host the Ford World Menõs Curling Championship in 2015. 

The Championship will take place between 28 March and 5 April 2015 at the 10,500-seat Halifax Metro Centre (pictured below). 

This will be the first World Curling Championship in the province of Nova Scotia since the World Junior Menõs Curling Champion-

ship was held in Dartmouth in 1986.  

Along with our partners, the Canadian Curling Association, and sponsor Ford of Canada, we are looking forward to welcoming eve-

ryone to Halifax next year for one of the highlights of the 2015 curling season.
